Em setembro de 1975, o Professor Romero Marinho de Moura (Figura
1), a época docente do Departamento de Agronomia da Universidade Federal
Rural de Pernambuco (UFRPE), foi autorizado pelo Ministério da Educagao
e Cultura do Governo Brasileiro para visitar a Universidade da Gedrgia
(USA), em Athens, Gedrgia, com o objetivo de estabelecer um programa
de colaboracdo técnica e cientifica para dar sustentagdo ao Mestrado em
Fitossanidade, recém criado, e primeiro curso de Pés—Graduacao stricto sensu
da UFRPE.

Em Athens, apds negociagdes, um memorando de entendimento foi
redigido, analisado a luz dos interesses da UGA e da UFRPE, e assinado
por autoridades locais. Presentes, estiveram Dr. Harlan Davis, a época
Professor de Economia, Dr. Darl E. Snyder (Figura 1), Diretor dos
Programas Internacionais e Prof. Dr. Henry W. Garren, Diretor (Dean and
Coordinator for The College of Agriculture), todos da UGA, e Prof. Romero
M. de Moura, representando a UFRPE. O acordo, hoje historico, que foi o
primeiro Memorando de Entendimento firmado entre as duas instituigoes,
contemplava quatro pontos fundamentais:

No Recife, pela UFRPE, assinaram o documento o Magnifico Reitor
Prof. Umberto Carneiro e, pela UGA, os Doutores Henry W. Garren, Dean
and Coordinator for “The College of Agriculture”, Willian L. Hays, Vice
President for Instruction e S. Eugene Younts, Vice President for Services.

A Coordenagao do Programa em Pernambuco ficou sob a responsabilidade
do Prof. Romero M. de Moura que era, na oportunidade, o Coordenador do
Mestrado em Fitossanidade. Na Gedrgia, tal responsabilidade ficou por conta
do Dr. Darl E. Snyder. Em relacdo a dinamica dos trabalhos, com algumas
excecOes, todas as passagens aéreas internacionais relativas aos programas
de curta duragao foram fornecidas pelos “Companheiros das Américas”
(Partners of the America). As hospedagens no Recife ocorreram em residéncias

ou hotéis. No caso das hospedagens em hotéis, as despesas eram pagas pela
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UFRPE no Recife e pela UGA, quando em _Azhens. Para os programas de
longo prazo, Ph.D. ou Pés—Doutorado, as despesas com passagens, taxas
escolares, manutencao do candidato etc eram efetuadas pelas agéncias
financiadoras brasileiras de ciéncia e tecnologia: CAPES (Coordenacdo de
Aperfeicoamento de Pessoal de Nivel Superior) e CNPq (Conselho Nacional
de Desenvolvimento Cientifico me Tecnologico).

Em 1987, ap6s 12 doze anos de constante intera¢ao institucional, contando
sempre com o apoio dos “Companheiros das Américas”, da UFRPE e das
ageéncias financiadoras nacionais, foi possivel concluir que, a despeito dos
poucos recursos envolvidos e dificuldades naturais, o Programa havia sido
um sucesso e, por isso, em condi¢des de ser reeditado de uma forma mais
ampla. O apoio das Administracdes da UFRPE, representadas pelos Reitores
Umberto Carneiro (1975 a 1979), Naldo Halliday Pires Ferreira (1979 a
1983), Waldecy Fernandes Pinto (Figura 1) (1983 a 1987) e Joao Baptista
Oliveira dos Santos (1987 a 1991) deve ser destacado. Ao nivel do Ministério
da Educagao, Ciéncia e Tecnologia, CNPq e CAPES, o Programa sempre foi
bem visto e apoiado.

A luz de todos esses aspectos positivos, nos dias 4 e 20 de novembro de
1987, na UFRPE e UGA, respectivamente, um novo documento contratual
foi celebrado. Sob o comando do Prof. Romero M. de Moura e Dr. Darl E.
Snyder, a primeira solenidade de assinatura ocorreu no dia 4, no Gabinete do
Presidente da UGA, na presenca de diversas autoridades locais e também das
do Profs. Joao Baptista Oliveira dos Santos, Reitor, e Romero M. de Moura,
Pro—Reitor de Pesquisa e Pos—Graduagao, ambos representando a UFRPE.
Pela UGA, o documento foi assinado pelos Drs. Charles B. Knapp, President,
Louise McBee, Vice President for Academic Affairs, Joe Key, Vice President
for Research e Dr. S. Eugene Younts, Vice President for Services. Pela
UFRPE, além das assinaturas dos Profs. Jodo Baptista Oliveira dos Santos e
Romero M. de Moura, apostas durante a solenidade na Gedrgia, assinaram
no Recife os Profs. Rildo Sartori Barbosa Coelho, Vice—Reitor, e Antonio
Faustino Cavalcanti de Albuquerque Neto, Pro—Reitor de Planejamento.

Desde a assinatura até o ponto em que o Prof. Romero M. de Moura
e Dr. Darl E. Snyder se afastaram inteiramente do Programa devido as
suas aposentadorias, o intercimbio UFRPE/UGA havia trazido beneficios

multiplos para as duas instituicoes, fato este reconhecido por todos os

Pode—se afirmar que o Programa UFRPE/UGA foi um programa muito
bem sucedido e altamente benéfico para ambas institui¢oes pois, a par do
processo de transferéncia de tecnologia, efetuada por ocasido das visitas,
cursos de Ph.D e pés—doutorado, ressaltou—se a grande chance que os
colegas docentes e pesquisadores norte—americanos e brasileiros tiveram de
observar novos problemas agronoémicos, novas doengas de plantas e animais,
microrganismos exoéticos etc no Estado Irmao, possibilitando, sobretudo, a
preparacao de material didatico de alto valor cientifico, a ser utilizado em sala
de aula.

Um ponto fundamental para o intercambio que nao pode serimplementado
por falta de recursos, foi a troca de alunos da Pés—Graduagao, para que as
teses ou dissertacoes pudessem ser desenvolvidas no Estado Irmao.

Em abril de 1986, tendo em vista a exceléncia dos tresultados obtidos
pelo intercambio UFRPE/UGA, o Prof. Romero M. de Moura recebeu
representando a UFRPE, no Escritério dos Partners of the América, em
Washington D.C., o Prémio Nicholas R. Castricone que se encontra em exposi¢ao
permanente na Sede da Academia Pernambucana de Ciéncia Agronomica, na
UFRPE.

EXCHANGE BETWEEN FEDERAL RURAL UNIVERSITY OF
PERNAMBUCO (UFRPE) AND UNIVERSITY OF GEORGIA;
ONE SUCCEEDED EXCHANGING PROGRAMME (TERM:
1975-1995)

Administrators of Federal Rural University of Pernambuco (UFRPE)
visit University of Georgia (UGA) in 1983.

In September, 1975, Professor Romero Marinho de Moura, faculty of
the Departament of Agronomy, UFRPE, was authorized by the Minister of
Education of the Brazilian government to visit UGA in Athens, Georgia, in
order to establish a Techology—Scientific Program of Collaboration in the
area of plant protection with the objective to give sustenance to the Plant
Protection Master’s degree, the first graduate course, in a strict sense, given at
UFRPE. With the assistance of Prof. Harlan Davis, formerly USAID agent
in Recife and Professor at UGA in Athens, and also with the support of
Dr. Darl E. Snyder, Director of International Development Office, UGA
in Athens, the first Memorandum of Understanding was written and signed,
stating four areas of collaboration which were:

— Lybrary Support

— Advisory Assistance

— Trainning

— Short—Term Consultants

Professor Umberto Carneiro, Rector, signed the document for UFRPE
and Drs. Henry W. Garren, Dean and Coordinator, for the College of
Agriculture, William L. Hays, Vice President for Instruction and S. Eugene
Younts, Vice President for Services signed for UGA.

Prof. Romero Marinho de Moura, then Coordinator of Plant Pathology
Master’s degrees was charged with the coordination of the program at UFRPE.
In Georgia, the program was the responsibility of Dr. Darl E. Snyder. Initially
the activities took place only in plant pathology; however, other areas of
education that formed the UFRPE curriculum were later included. Except for
a few cases, all international air travel for short—term programs were provided
by the Partners of the Americas, the participants staying with families or in
hotels. In the case of a hotel stay, the expenses were paid by UFRPE in Recife
and UGA in Athens. For longer programs such as Ph.Ds or post—doctoral
programs expenses of travel, tuition and fees and maintenance, etc, were paid
by CAPES and CNPq, Brazilian funding agencies.

In 1987, after twelve years of constant institutional interaction with

the continued financial assistance of the Partners of the Americas, it was
possible to conclude that, in spite of the small amount of resources involved,
the program was a success and thus was eligible for renewal. The support
of UFRPE administrators, Rectors Umberto Carneiro (1975-79), Naldo
Halliday Pires Ferreira (1979-83), Waldecy Fernandes Pinto (1983-87) and
Jodo Baptista Oliveira dos Santos (1987-91) must be stated. At the level of
Ministry of Education and National Council for Scientific and Tecnological
Development (CNPq), the program always received support whenever
possible.

In view of all these positive aspects a new document was signed on
November 4 and 20, 1987, at UGA and UFRPE respectively. The signing
ceremony, on the 4™, took place in the UGA president’s office in the presence
of several local officials and Professors Jodo Baptista Oliveira dos Santos,
Rector, and Romero Marinho de Moura, Vice President for Research and

Graduate Studies, both representing UFRPE. The document was signed, for
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UGA, by Drs. Charles B. Knapp, President, Louise McBee, Vice President
for Academic Affairs, Joe Key, Vice President for Research and Dr. S.
Eugene Younts, Vice President for Services. Besides signatures by Drs. Joao
Baptista Oliveira dos Santos and Romero Marinho de Moura made at UGA,
others were made by Professors Rildo Sartori Barbosa Coelho, Vice Rector
and Antonio Faustino Cavalcanti de Albuquerque Neto, Vice President for
Planning,

Since the signing of the document until today the UFRPE/UGA exchange
has brought multiple benefits for the two institutions, a fact that is recognizes
by all participants.

It can be stated, while ending this report, that the UFRPE/UGA
program was highly beneficial for both institutions, asides from the basic
process of technology transfer with took place during each visit, it is evident
that our teaching and research North American colleagues had the chance
to observe new agricultural problems, new animal and plant diseases, exotic
microorganisms, etc, facilitating, above all, the preparation of didactic material
of high value to be used in classrooms in Georgia.

An exchange fundamental point that was not realized for lack of funds
was the exchange of graduate students to prepare a thesis of dissertation in
the sister—state.

In April of 1986, in Washington DC., Prof. Romero Marinho de Moura,
in behalf of the UFRPE, received at the Office of the Partners of the
America, the award Nicholas R. Castricone for the excellence of the UFRPE/
UGA exchanging programmes. The diploma is in permanent exposition at
main Office of the Pernambuco Academy of Agricultural Sciences, in the
UFRPE, Recife, Brazil..
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
